ORDER

The Cout has reviewed the written submissions of the parties herein (Docket
Item Nos. 138 and 139) and considers these submissiors to be wholly inadequate as
serious responses to the Court’ s prior request to counsel to brief their respective positions
as to the Government’ s ability to retry this Defendant in the present circumstances of the
case.

The Court expects to receive from the Government in that submission fully developed
argumentation as to the Government’ s positions with copious citations to pertinent

authorities.



Defendant counsel shall respond to the Government’s Memorandum in similar
vein and spirit within twenty (20) days of the date of filing of the Government’s
Memorandum.

All further proceedings herein are STAY ED pending further order of the Court.
